How can we promote the importance of union amongst

all Spiritists? How can we create the unification of the
Spiritist Movement? How can we implement the necessary organization
for regional Spiritist Federations? These are fundamental questions to
be thought about, discussed and implemented by all the Members of the
International Spiritist Council.

The pioneering and historical text from Emmanuel about
unification entitled “In Name of the Gospel’(*), received by Chico Xavier,
given to the participants of the 1% Brazilian Congress of Spiritist
Unification (Sao Paulo 1948) is extremely thought provoking.

It outlines a route that is both suitable and timely: “We must be
conscious that the development of the Whole without the improvement
of its parts is impracticable. Let us unify and follow the same path of
love, work, charity, education, solidarity, valour and sacrifice that
characterises Christ's attitude and example of abnegation in His
communion with mankind, by serving and waiting for the future, so we
can all be as one...”

To act on behalf of the union of Spiritists and the unification of the
Spiritist Movement is a true Christian attitude that strengthens our bonds
of fraternity!

This unity must be based upon the Works of the Codifier, Allan
Kardec, which are the initial marks of reference and convergence for all
of us.

The management of regional Spiritist Federations entails a group
of procedures and activities directed towards achieving these objectives.
But it is a task that differentiates from the routine work of a single Spiritist
Federation since it is amplified to encompass relations with various
Spiritist Federations and if possible, with all of them.

We are evidently living moments of great transitions; therefore, we
must count on the support and action of Spiritists, heirs of the “Promised
Consoler”. This assertive was also mentioned in Emmanuel’'s message:
“This troubled world is asking for acts of transformation to be put
into practice”. What about starting this transformation by creating bonds
of respect and fraternity within the Spiritist Movement?

Thus the fundament of Emmanuel at the beginning of his message: “So
we can all be as one.” - Jesus”. John, 17:22)

2010, after the closing of 6™ World Spiritist
Congress in Valencia (Spain) at the Hotel Vora
Fira.

M The meeting was presided over by Jean Paul
et Evrard with the ISC's General Secretary Nestor
Masotti assisting, with Charles Kempf acting as
the meeting’s secretary. Directors of Spiritist
Federations from various countries being
Members of the ISC were present. The list of
countries represented included Germany,
Angola, Argentina, Austria, Belgium, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Cuba, El Salvador, Spain, United
States, France, Guatemala, Holland, Honduras, Italy, Japan, Mexico, Norway, Panama, Paraguay, Peru,
Puerto Rico, Portugal, United Kingdom, Sweden, Switzerland and Uruguay.

Other Representatives also present as
Visitors were from Hungry, Belarus, Equador,
Finland, Luxembourg and Poland.

During the first part of the meeting all
Representatives presented information
regarding Spiritist activities related to their
countries. Regional ISC Coordinators for
Europe, South America, Central America and
the Caribbean also presented reports. Including |
information regarding the initial steps towards
the creation of a regional committee for the
African continent.

ISC EUROPEIAN COORDINATION
A month has already passed since 6" World Spiritist Congress took place
during the International Fair in Valencia, Spain, between 10" and 12"
October 2010. We can still feel in our hearts the positive effects of this

8 event, where over 1,800 people attended from more than 50 different
& countries across all 5 continents. The event was also watched online by an
audience exceeding 10,000 people through the live webcast provided by

TV CELI.

It was a great opportunity for people who share the same ideals to reunite and
be together in harmony with Spiritist spirits and the Guardian spirits who oversee the World Spiritist Movement.
It was also a great occasion for learning because of the quality of both presentations and speakers, who talked
about many different areas surrounding the main topic: “We Are All Immortal Spirits”, while at the same time
celebrating the 100 years of the birth of the medium Chico Xavier. The Congress was widely advertised in the
Spanish media, contributing to the dissemination of the consoling message throughout Spain, Europe and the
world. This is of great importance during this phase of transition that Earth is going through, as many people are
now open to the message of spirituality. In this sense, we could also notice the increased number of Spiritist
books being published in Spanish and other European languages, as demonstrated at the book fair organized
by the Spanish Spiritist Movement and seen on the stand of the ISC’s publishing body EDICEI.

A wonderful exhibition about the pioneers of Spiritism was installed at the entrance to the book fair, with
forty panels displaying photos, biographic and bibliographic data. We thank the Organizing Committee of the
Spanish Spiritist Federation, together with the ISC, for their hard work so this event could take place.

The ISC’s Executive Committee meetings also took place. As previously scheduled the ISC's General
Assembly took place in the days following the Congress. Out of the 33 countries affiliated to the ISC, 29 were
present at the meetings, as well as another 6 Observing countries not yet affiliated. The information passed on
by the Representative of each country, together with the reports from Regional Coordinators, showed the
growth of the Spiritist Movement throughout the world. During the General Assembly ISC members elected or
relocated 7 members to the Executive Committee. The formation of a regional coordination for the continent of
Africa was also delineated.

Luxembourg was accepted as a new member of the ISC. Three countries presented their bids to host the
next Spiritist World Congress, which will take place in the Americas in 2013. A committee was designated to
analyse their proposals and make the difficult choice. The next General Assembly will take place in Canada at
the beginning of 2012. As decided in the last European Regional Coordination meeting in Warsaw, a seminar
for the education of Spiritist directors and collaborators will take place in Wegimont, Belgium, from 3- 5
June 2011. More information will be given in the near future.

HISTORICAL MOMENT of First ISC Visit to Angola, AFRICA

From 16th - 23rd September 2010, —— 1

Elsa Rossi, a member of the Executive 1' E
Committee of the ISC visited Angola. :

This was the first time a representative
of the ISC had visited it's affiliate or-
ganization SEAKA - Sociedade Espirita
Allan Kardec de Angola (The Allan
Kardec Spiritist Society of Angola),
which is coordinated by Amelia Ca-
zalma. SEAKA practices an extensive
work of disseminating Spiritism
amongst all of its volunteers, employees
and the general public, helped by ser-|
vices offered by the “Casa do,
Caminho”(The House Along the Way), a
non-profit charitable organization in Vi-
ana, a suburb of Luanda. Their work
increases each year as their services are expanded in the areas of Health, Professional Courses, Educa-
tion and general help to all in need.

During the visit, several workshops were given to inform the public about the work of the ISC within the
International Spiritist Movement. SEAKA and another two
Groups in Luanda hosted these events, being the Uniao
Espiritual Crista de Angola (Christian Spiritist Union of An-
gola), coordinated by Joao Saraiva and Amelia Dalombae and
the Grupo Espirita Fraternidade e Paz (Spiritist Group of Fra-
ternity and Peace), coordinated by Pedro Aganian.

A lot of questions were asked and answered at
SEAKA, where many of the various presentations took place.
On this occasion, the case of the Spiritist Groups in Mozam-
bigue was mentioned, as was the Spiritist movement in other
neighbouring African countries such as those in the Republic
of Congo, Cape Verde, South Africa, Uganda, Marrocos, Gana
and others who maintain contact with Amelia Cazalma. Mrs
Cazalma has already visited many of these Groups and ex-
changes emails with them.

During the ISC meeting in Valencia, Spain, in October
2010, a proposal was presented for the creation of an African
Coordination. All Member Federations present at that meeting
unanimously accepted the proposal. The African Coordination
will support the work already being done by Amelia Cazalma,
following the path of the four other Regional Coordinations be-
ing North America, South America, Europe, and Central Amer-
ica together with the Caribbean.

Biographies were presented of all those honoured in
this book, namely Arthur Lins de Vasconcelos
(Parana), Ary Casadio and Carlos Jordao Silva (Séo
Paulo), Francisco Spinelli (Rio Grande do Sul),
Leopoldo Machado (Rio de Janeiro) and Luiz Burgos
Filho (Pernambuco).

During the event there was a presentation
and distribution of a ‘Report of Actions Taken for the
Project Centenary of Chico Xavier” and of the “3rd
Brazilian Spiritist Congress”. There was also the
distribution a book entitled “Anais do Congresso”
(Annals from the Spiritist Congress).

New Books

In the last few months two books were pub-

lished in Polish: “What is Spiritism?” by Allan
Kardec (new translation) and “After Death” by Leon
Denis (a translation done in the
1920’'s that has been reviewed
and corrected by the members
of PSSS). The book
“Spiritism” by Dr. Paul Gibier
will also be edited in Polish this
November.
Also edited the second issue
of the quarterly magazine Spirytyzm (Spiritism) in
which the greatest part was dedicated to Chico Xa-
vier.

Polish Spiritists are now working to edit the
following titles in the next few months: “Our Home”,
“The Spirits’ Book”, “Chico Xavier” (biography by G.
Playfair) and “The Great Enigma” by Leon Denis.

Events

On 30th October 2010 the first “A Day with
Spiritism” took place in Warsaw. Two talks were
open to the public: “Does Life after Death Exist?”
presented by Konrad Jerzak and “The Influence of
Spirits in Our Lives” presented by Charles Kempf,
Representative of ISC.

During these events the book “What is Spir-
itism?” was launched, more than 20 people partici-
pated, the great majority were Polish, and some
had came from nearby towns, like Torun and
Kolno.

In October an exhibition was also organized

about the Polish researcher Julian Ochorowicz,
known for his great scientific work with mediums
during the nineteenth and beginning of the twenti-
eth centuries, among whom was Eusapia Pal-
ladino. The exhibition took place in the library of
the University of Warsaw. The public had the op-
portunity to participate in some talks, having as the
main topic Ochorowicz and the history of medium-
ship research. What is important to highlight is that
the University of Warsaw, a non-Spiritist organiza-
tion, organized this event.

We had four Representatives from Poland
attending the Spiritist World Congress in Valencia.

Meetings

In September 2010 a bi-weekly study group
started in Warsaw. The meetings have the main
objective of studying the Mediums’ Book and the
Gospel According to Spiritism. About 5 people at-
tend the study group in Polish.

In the next few weeks we will start an online
bi-weekly Study Course on Spiritism. This will allow
people from other towns where there are no Spiri-
tist Centres to study Spiritism. The Study Group will
start with the first part of the Systematised Study of
the Spiritist Doctrine (known as ESDE).

The first meeting for Brazilians who do not
speak Polish was organized in November. The
group has bi-weekly meetings.

Monthly meetings have also started in Kra-
kow with 3 participants. For now the group doesn’t
offer any regular study sessions but they are trying
to organize the first Spiritist Group in that region
(including support for Spiritist workers in the city of
Auschwitz). The work being developed in Krakow is
being coordinated by representatives of PSSS.

Spiritist Organizations

For the moment in Poland there is only one
organization that is officially registered which is Pol-
skie Towarzystwo Sudiow Spirytystycznych (The
Polish Society of Spiritist Studies). The main ob-
jective of this Society is to promote the dissemina-
tion of Spiritism in Poland and help the Groups that
are being formed in different towns. At this time the
PSSS is made up of 22 members that live in differ-
ent towns in Poland (20 are Polish, 1 Brazilian and
1 English).

There is also a Spiritist publishing company
(Oficyna Wydawnicza Rivail — www.rivail.pl) re-
sponsible for the publishing and selling of books
and the magazine “Spirytyzm” (Spiritism).

Social Work
The PSSS is assisting an orphanage on a
regular basis and giving some help to some home-
less people in the south of Poland and also promot-




ing free distribution of Spiritist brochures to needy
people. A percentage of the sales of books edited
by Rivail Publishing is destined to charitable or-
ganizations chosen by their readers.
